he Synology Disk Station 101g+ NAS is a very similar product

to the iSmart NAS although it does offer somewhat more as

an all-rounder rproduct. Like the iSmart it's a NAS device with
both Ethernet and 802.11g connectivity, is configurable via a browser
and operates as a files server, but that’s where the similarites end.
The 101g+ is hailed by the manufacturer as a 6-in-1 device: it’s a file
server, print server ,FTP server, backup server, photo station and Web
station. This is no small feat. The Web station is a portion of the drive
space used for hosting web-content, so for a SOHO you can serve
your office webpage from the 101g+. Additionally, the unit offers

Furthermore, there’s even an eSATA
connection on the rear for connecting
an external SATA drive.
Configuration and using the
101g+ is simple as again it's done
throuhg a web-interface, although
we found it to be simpler here.
